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A G R E E M E N T

THIS AGREEMENT MADE on the ______________ day of ______________ of two thousand nine.

BETWEEN

The Board of Secondary Education, Orissa through its Deputy Secretary                 Sri__________________________________________ aged about ____ years, son of ___________________________ at present _________________, P.S.____________ Dt.:________ (here-in-after called “THE BOARD”) of the FIRST PARTY.

AND

M/S.____________________________________ bearing Regd. No._________ represented through its manager/Proprietor Shri _______________________________ aged about _______ years, son of _____________________________________ at present _________________ P.O. _________________ via. _____________________ P.S. __________________ Dist. _________________.

(here-in-after called “THE DEALER”) of the SECOND PARTY.

NOW THIS DEED OF AGREEMENT witnesses and parties mutually agreed with the terms and in the manner here-in-after mentioned.

WHEREAS the First Party/Board has intended to sell its publications through the Registered Dealers in order to enable easy reach to the Students / General Public of the State, for which application in prescribed form in plain paper were invited through local dailies for Dealership of books, published by the Board on the terms and conditions mentioned therein.
1.
WHEREAS on receipt on the applications aforesaid, the Board, the First Party has considered and decided to appoint the Second Party as a Dealer to purchase and then sale its publications within their specified area as indicated in the application and assigned a Dealership Registration Number with a “Dealership Dossier Card”.

2.
The Board shall issue orders relating to sale of Text Books and its other publication as and when necessary from time to time to the Second Party, the Dealer. 
3.
The Second Party, the Dealer shall make a deposit of Rs.1500/- (Rupees one thousand five hundred) only in shape of Bank Draft towards security deposit and towards enrolment fees in the name of the Secretary, Board of Secondary Education, Orissa, Cuttack. This security deposit so deposited shall not be refunded to the Second Party.



 In the event of the Second Party who has already been enlisted in the Board as a Regd. Dealer on payment of like amount need not pay any Security Deposit, but he shall pay a sum of Rs.500/- (Rupees five hundred) (non refundable) as Fee for Renewal of Dealership in shape of Bank Draft in the above mentioned manner.

4.
The First party shall take care to supply text books and its other publications, if any, to the second Party with 10% discount on the printed price of the book or the rate of discount as may be fixed by the Board from time to time or even discontinue the same.

5.
The Second Party shall lift the books from the First Party’s counter (either from the Head quarters Office or Zonal Offices) at his own risk and cost. The First Party shall not be held responsible for any shortage or loss/damages caused to the books after leaving the sale counter.



The First party shall not receive back its publications from the Second party under any circumstances and exchange of books is allowed only at the time of purchase, in the event of damages caused to the books due to misprint, binding, defacing and missing pages, if any and in no other circumstances, whatsoever.
6.
The Second Party shall not compel any purchaser to buy any study materials other than the publications of the First Party at the time, when any intending purchaser comes to him for any of the First Party’s publications.

7.
The Second Party shall under no circumstances handover / sell the publication of first party to any other dealer for re-sale. Any breach of this condition shall make the second party liable for prosecution as per law.

8.
The First Party shall deliver the books to the Second party minimum one day after deposit of cost of books or on the day of deposit. The delivery of books shall not be made on weekly rest day or on any public holidays or on the day to be notified by the First party in its notice Board. The supply of Books by the Board on indent, is subject to availability of stock.

9.
The second Party shall be responsible for smooth supply of the first party’s publications on the price fixed by the first party, to the intending purchasers. If it comes to the notice of the First Party/Inspector of Schools of the concerned circle that the Second party has refused to sale such books, though available with them or sold the same at a price higher than the printed price, clause 10 and 12 infra shall come into operation and the Second Party shall be black listed and no books shall be sold to him. The First Party is also at liberty to prosecute the second party as per law for breach of this condition.

10.
In the event of infringement of any terms and conditions mentioned herein, the dealership shall be liable to be cancelled without any notice and the Dealership Card shall be treated as cancelled and in such cases the security deposits shall be forfeited and the First Party shall take such other suitable measures against the Second Party as will be decided by the President.

11.
The First Party through its officials shall at any time during the normal business hours, shall inspect the stock and sale register of Second party, pertaining to publications of First Party along-with other relevant document/records relating to the said publications and the Second Party shall keep the records ready for inspection by officials of First Party during normal business hours. The Second Party for this purpose, shall maintain a separate account / stock / sale register for publications of the First Party. The relevant records shall bear page numbers and be duly certified to be true and correct by the Second Party. The sale /stock registers maintained by the Second Party must tally with duplicate copies of cash memo issued to purchasers. It is the bounden duty of the Second Party to effect all sale pertaining to the publications of First Party through cash memo/invoice. Under no circumstances sale of publications of First Party shall be made without issuance of cash memo/Invoice. The second party shall prominently display a signboard as “AUTHORISED DEALER OF BSE, ORISSA” in Oriya Language clearly mentioning the dealership registration no. in the said sign board.

12.
This agreement shall be valid for a maximum period of three consecutive calendar years commencing from 2010. The First party reserves the right to revoke the appointment of dealership for sale of its publications during the above period without assigning any reason and issue notice thereof under the compelling circumstances.

13.
That in the event of any dispute or difference concerning the subject matter of this agreement or any covenant or clause or things therein contained, it shall be referred to the President of the Board whose decision upon such dispute or difference shall be final and conclusive and binding on the parties here-to and it cannot be agitated in any court of law whatsoever. The first party however is at liberty to Institute prosecution against Second Party as per law in the event of any criminal breach of trust, arising out of breach of the terms of the contract.

14.
This stamp duty is the same as an agreement.
